After receiving
her degree from Housatonic Community
College back in the late ‘70s, she went on
to earn a Bachelors from Hartford Art
School at University of Hartford She
continued on to the prestigious California
Institute of Arts where she received her
Masters degree.

“I think people, when they are involved
in the Arts, are in it for the long haul,” she
said. Believing that those who are should
“strive for a life in the arts. There are times
when it’s great and times when it not. Like
anything else.”

Sharon fondly remembers HCC and the
people that helped shape her life and
career. The late Burt Chernow was her Art
History Professor. According to Sharon, he
and Professor Michael Stein, who is still
teaching Art at HCC, had a huge impact on
her future.

“Looking back, HCC was like a
mentoring type of education,” Sharon said.
She feels that the whole experience, being
on a first name basis with her teachers and
being inspired because of their dedication
to the Arts, was instrumental in shaping
students who were working toward a goal
in that field. The mentoring aspect and the
fact they would focus on Contemporary
Art in addition to Art history kept students’
interest.

Chernow  was  responsible  for
accumulating art for the HCC museum.
His connections in the art community of
Westport and New York proved beneficial
not only to HCC but for Sharon also.
Chernow and Stein would schedule trips
to New York City to go to plays and
museums. “The trips were great. I had a
sense that New York wasn't far away. [ felt
connected to that energy as well.” She said
that feeling played a role in her eagerness
to venture out to what would later become
her home. “For a community college, the
Art Department was at such a high level,
equal to any Art College,” Sharon said.
“Not only did students learn of the art of a
century ago, we were exposed to the
current art shows of the time.”

Sharon feels that students choose to
attend a two-year college like HCC for a
number of very practical reasons,
including financial and raising children
while pursuing a degree. “I came to HCC
during years of serious illness. No one
knew if T could tolerate a full class schedule
and HCC was the place to challenge
myself,” she said.

Professor Stein agrees that a person is
lucky if they can find passion and work to
be one in the same. He believes, “The Arts
are what makes life worth living.” Looking
back on one of his prized-students he said,
“Sharon is a remarkable individual who
worked diligently to acquire her skills,
develop her personal vision and earn her
reputation. She always exhibited the
exemplary combination of intellect and
ambition, essential for the creative process
that can serve as a model for all students.
Sharon is a bright star among our art
graduates; I'm certainly proud to have
made a contribution to her impressive
career.”

Sharon moved to New York City where
she pursued her filmmaking career. She
has written, produced and directed feature-

The Housatonic Community College
Alumni Association, in conjunction
with the City of Bridgeport and the
Bridgeport Chamber of Commerce,
hosted a solemn remembrance of the
5th anniversary of the 9/11 attacks on
our nation in HCC’s Performing Arts
Center last month.

On a morning that felt eerily similar
to that same day five years ago,
students, faculty, alums and members
of the community gathered to reflect
on the victims and the families of the
nearly 3,000 people killed in the
attacks in our country on 9/11. The
ceranony was attended by Lee and
Eunice Hanson of Easton, who lost
their son Peter along with his wife, Sue
and their daughter Christine on Flight
175, the second plane to crash into the
Twin Towers.

Ceremony

Outreach Associate Linda Bayusik
‘96 opened the ceremony with the
announcement of the presentation of
colors by the Bridgeport Police Honor
Guard Following their silent entrance,
HCC Acting Dean of Students Heman
Yepes opened “There are many people
in this room that were here on that
day” He continued, “What we have
hereis a shared memory that changed
all of our lives.” Marianne Laska ‘04,
representing the Alumni Association
said, “We are gathered here to set aside
time to remember the victims of the
attacks on the World Trade Center, the
Pentagon, and the heroic passengers
on Flight 93 as well as the police, fire
and rescue workers who lost their
lives. We also remember their families
who have to live without their loved
ones.” She added, “This tragedy gave
us two choices, it could make us bitter
or it could make us better. It is my
hope we choose the latter.”

Its focus is about
a crisis that forces them to deal with
each other. Sharon said projects can
take several years to complete. Adding,
“You have to dig deep inside yourself
and be able to resist the social pressures
in order to give your vision time. Its a
lifetime of art.”

Sharon believes that
creativity comes in
those protected times;
it's when you are able
to recognize “real
beauty and meaning in
the world.” «
